These are the big concepts from the National AND Georgia Standards (GPS) for Music in kid-friendly language:

9.       I understand that music comes from all around the world and from all times in history. I know that different times and 
          different cultures have different kinds of music.

10.     I can move my body expressively to the musical sounds I hear.
